The Crisis

A Of the 4 million 9t graders that began 9t grade this
year, 1/3 will drop out, another 1/3 will graduate
unprepared for college and the workforce

A By 2010, more than 90% of all scientists will be living in
Asia
A 40-50% of teachers leave the profession in the first 5

years, contributing to the $7.3 billion cost of teacher
turnover in the US each year

A 8 million students in grades 4-12 struggle to read on
grade level

A Fewer than 50% of graduates are prepared for the
workforce or college

Speak Up 2008 National Findings, Project
Tomorrow

A 67% of the Title | students have use of a cell phone
outside of school, 79% a music or video device,
and 46% a laptop computer

A More than 94 percent of teachers used e-mail
communication regularly in 2008 up from 64% in
2006.

A 32 percent of 3rdi 5th grade students share videos,
podcasts or photos via the Internet




The Time I1s Now

National School Boards Association (NSBA) 2007
Survey Results

A Nine to 17-year olds report spending almost as
much time using the Internet and social networking
activities as they do watching television 1 about 9
hours per week.

A 96% of students with online access report using
social networking technologies.

A Almost 60% of students report using social
networking to talk about education.

North Carolina IMPACT Model

A Students in the high need schools with the
IMPACT program have demonstrated that
they are 33% more likely to improve one full
grade level each year than the
control/comparison schools.

A Student achievement is consistently higher
In the IMPACT schools

A Teacher retention is 65% higher with this
program.

A College-going rates in Greene County High
School, with a modified IMPACT model,
Increased from 26 to 84% in five years.
